¢ Between every new section, the breadth of nine
consonants must be taken




RECORDING OF THE SCRIBES

¢ Between every book, three lines




RECORDING OF THE SCRIBES

% The fiftth book of Moses must terminate exactly
with a line




RECORDING OF THE SCRIBES

¢ The scribe must sit in full Jewish dress




RECORDING OF THE SCRIBES

¢ The scribe must wash his whole body




RECORDING OF THE SCRIBES

% The scribe must not begin to write the covenant
name of God (YWHW) with a pen newly dipped

in ink

¢ Should a King address the scribe while writing
that name, he must take no notice of him
